Lesson 5 - summary
Starter

Play each movement of ‘Corporeal’s Cacophony’. Ask pupils to fill in the flow chart as they watch the film.  The flowchart should be printed onto A3 sheets of paper. The boxes are where pupils write the science facts involved and the ovals are for images. Pause the film at regular intervals to allow pupils to fill in their charts, tell pupils that they should include as many facts and images as possible and that this is about speed not neatness! It is just a summary exercise to recap the film and get the information down.
Ask pupils to show the person next to them their flowchart and to compare each other’s. Discuss a few pupils’ flowcharts. 

Main
Split pupils into groups of 3 or 4. Using their flow charts pupils write a script and narrative for each movement of the film. 

For each movement the narrative must describe the character. They must explain what is happening to the characters’ heart, lungs, blood flow or body and include and as many scientific facts as possible.

Give pupils 7 min to do each movement and play this movement as they are working. Then move onto the next movement until all four movements are completed. 

Pupils should practice their narrative with each pupil doing a separate movement. 

 Each group then in turn presents their narrative with the film in front of the class. Teacher and pupils to give constructive criticism to each group.

Plenary

Ask pupils to evaluate how they think they worked as a group by answering the questions on the evaluation sheet:
