The film is unique in two ways. Firstly it is made by pupils’ peers and therefore you automatically have the engagement of pupils. Secondly stories are told purely by picture and music, hence generating interactive participation of the pupils. They are not absorbing and retelling information, which traditional science films require, but they generating the dialogue themselves by interpreting the information given by the pictures and music themselves, making this a much more effective and higher order thinking learning tool.

The new KS3 curriculum, as with the new KS4 curriculum, aims to make science more relevant to the pupils’ lives and also help them integrate science across other curriculums to give a more holistic approach to science learning.  Corporeal Cacophony is therefore excellent for this approach, the film is made by KS3 pupils and therefore the other KS3 pupils can automatically relate to it.  The film allows cohesion between the arts and science. The film can be used simultaneously in music, drama, PHSE and science lessons, hence being the perfect instrument for cross-curriculum projects.

The film has four movements each covering a separate health related science topic:

1) Effects of exercise, respiration and the heart

2) Smoking

3) Diet

4) Heart attack

The film could be used for a sequence of four to eight lessons depending on how in-depth the teacher would like to go with each topic. It could also cover a 5 lesson introduction or revision to a module of work, with each movement covering one lesson.
